The Provincial Authorities report that 260,011 people have been
displaced from FATA in recent weeks, mainly from Bajour
Agency.

The Provincial Government has designated 34 official camp sites
in NWFP. Of these, 26 are in Lower Dir District.  92,163 people
or 7,956 families have been registered as residing in these
camps.
