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This report is intended to give an overview of the current situation in the North East by tracking the trends of
various conflict-sensitive indicators. The table on page 6 & 7 lists data for the three most recent months.

Note that full commitment, as indicated by timely, regular reporting from all responsible agencies, is required
in order to make this report useful as a decision-making tool.

The following interpretations can be made for the month of October based on the data available:

North East:
Consequences of conflict/security/hartal on Education
in the North and East of Sri Lanka in 2008
(indicators: 1.1, 1.2, 1.3 & 5.1)
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—#— Primary and secondary school closure days, due to conflict/security/hartal - 1 unit = 10 days
—— Primary and secondary schools closed, due to conflict/security/hartal - 1 unit = 100 schools closed
Children not attending school for at least 1 day due to conflict/security/hartal - 1 unit = 10,000 children
Hartals - 1 unit = 1 day of hartal
