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2. Humanitarian Overview
Eastern Chad: Security and Political Situation

Notwithstanding the relative lull brought about by the
rainy season, the standoff continues between
Government forces and Chadian Armed Opposition
Groups (CAOG) in eastern Chad — while mutual
accusations of interference continue to strain already
sour relations between N’Djamena and Khartoum.
Troop movements have been reported on both sides
of the Chad/Sudan border, including alleged
movement by CAOG elements reportedly operating on
Sudanese territory — although no border crossings
were reported. Widespread banditry and criminality
also continues unabated, with six cases of car-
jackings, attempted car-jackings and compound
invasions, targeting both United Nations and NGO
humanitarian actors operating in Abéché, Farchana,
and on the road to Biltine in Ouaddai. Instability in
northeastern Central African Republic also excludes
any perspective for return for CAR refugees in Daha,
in Chad’s southeastern Salamat region, while violence
also continues across the eastern border in Darfur,
with reports of fresh fighting in western Jebel Marra
and Korma in Northern Darfur.

In this tense context, MINURCAT has continued
efforts to reach full deployment, with the arrival
announced on 8 September of an additional 850
troops and 60 military police provided by Nepal as a
rapid deployment force. As of the end of September,
the UN force therefore stood at 51% of the total 5,200
troops authorised by Security Council Resolution
S/RES/1861. At the same time, the Détachement
Intégré de Sécurité (DIS) — tasked with security in
refugee camps, IDP sites and key towns in eastern
Chad — is currently comprised of 744 personnel in
eastern Chad. With exceptions in Goz Beida, Iriba,
Bahai, Koukou, Farchana/Hadjer Hadid, and Guéréda
DIS escorts however continue to be largely suspended
in other sectors due to high insecurity. Access to
vulnerable populations thus remains among the
foremost challenges for humanitarians operating in
eastern Chad — notably in Daha/Salamat, which is still
only accessible by helicopter.

Children and women continue to be confronted with
threats and grave violations of human rights, including
a number of newly documented cases of child
recruitment in refugee camps, which were reported in
August and September (in Iridimi and Bredjing,
amongst others). These are combined with continuing
cases of child disappearances — notably for young
girls, with disappearances at times occurring when
girls attempt to escape forced marriages, a
phenomenon which continues to be prevalent in host
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populations, IDP sites and refugee camps throughout
the region, along with cases of domestic violence and
sexual and gender based violence (SGBV). At the
same time, discovery of unexploded ordnance (UXO)
and explosive remnants of war (ERW) continues on a
near weekly-basis. In August, in a meeting with the
humanitarian community, populations in Am Dam and
Haouich said they lived in fear of new UXO incidents,
as the area remains scarred and contaminated six
months on after May’s violence. Local communities,
IDPs and refugees are also the first to suffer from the
constant and widespread criminality, with highway
banditry targeting commercial exchanges, restricting
freedom of movement and at times fuelling tensions
among communities.

Harsh conditions were also further exacerbated in
Abéché with the breakdown of the water supply
system at the end of August, continuing for several
weeks into September. As a result approximately
300,000 people in Abéché have been entirely cut-off
from access to water, with many reverting to unsafe,
unprotected, and oftentimes contaminated open wells.

Meanwhile, on the political track, former Chad
President Goukouni Weddeye returned from twenty
years of exile in Algeria on 19 August, announcing his
intention to facilitate the peace process and mediate
between different parties to the conflict. At the same
time, appeals for restraint and de-escalation of
tensions have continued, with a joint call made on 15
September by all European Union Foreign Affairs
Ministers in the conclusions of the latest European
Council, urging for normalisation of relations between
Chad and Sudan. Finally, the humanitarian community
joined the local population in Chad for celebrations of
the 49" Anniversary of the Independence of the
Republic of Chad on 11 August, while a few days later
on 19 August common celebrations were also held on
the occasion of the first World Humanitarian Day.
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Funding Update

In August UNICEF took part in the OCHA coordinated
Underfunded allocation under the Central Emergency
Response Fund (CERF). Following review of funding
of the 2009 Chad CAP, Under-Secretary-General and
Emergency Relief Coordinator John Holmes allocated
US$ 5 million for life-saving projects in Chad to enable
better coverage of core humanitarian needs
elaborated in the 2009 appeal. In order to ensure
optimal repartition of this additional support from the
CERF and to answer most pressing needs, UNICEF
thus carried out discussions with Cluster partners and
UN agencies in the Country Team. Anticipated CERF
funding amounting to US$ 1,925,268 will as a result
help support life-saving activities piloted by UNICEF in
WASH, Health, Nutrition, Education and Child
Protection — with close to 80% for onward allocation to
NGO partners through cash and in-kind contributions.

In turn, based on the CAP Mid-Year Review, the
Swedish International Development Cooperation
Agency (SIDA) contributed SEK 12  million
(approximately US$ 1,750,000) for Education and
Nutrition programming in the east, as well as for
WASH interventions in the south. Fresh funds (US$
210,000) from the U.S. Office to Monitor and Combat
Trafficking in Persons were also received to support
Child Protection, but nonetheless severe shortfalls
continue to jeopardise continuity of services, notably in
the area of prevention, release and reintegration of
children associated with armed forces and groups.
Finally, according to OCHA’s Financial Tracking
Service, as of 30 September (and not including carry-
over), Education remains the most overlooked sector
in the 2009 CAP looking at UNICEF projects, with
12% needs covered (2% prior to SIDA’s and CERF’s
contributions), followed by Child Protection (18%),
Health (24%), WASH (27%) and Nutrition (39%).

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3. Programme Updates

Child Survival and Development
1) Health (EPI, CPN, IMCI)

Thanks to joint efforts by the local government, the
International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC) and
UNICEF, the Health Centre in Tiero was reopened in
early September after having been closed for over two
years. Emptied of its population which fled from
conflict in the area in March 2007, the village of Tiero
has seen slow but steady movements of voluntary
returns since the beginning of the year — meaning it
was a priority to reestablish access to health in the
area. Today, one health worker is deployed full time to
the centre, which was at the same time rehabilitated
and equipped thanks to ICRC, while UNICEF lent a
hand by providing an Emergency Health Kit, with
essential medicines to meet basic health needs for
10,000 people for 3 months.

Meanwhile, with the rainy season corresponding to the
height of malaria prevalence in eastern Chad, UNICEF
continued distribution of 2,500 long-lasting insecticide
treated nets among IDPs and refugees in Sila. Also,
following multiple cases of pertussis reported in
Kadjaske, in the area of Kerfi, cluster partners
including COOPI, UNICEF and Goz Beida district
health authorities are planning a response
immunisation campaign using advanced mobile
strategies, extending coverage to other villages and
returnee areas in and around Kerfi.

Capacity building and training also continued
throughout August and September, with 97 community
health workers from the refugee camps in Bredjing
and Tréguine trained on the Accelerated Child
Survival and Development Strategy (ACSD). In
addition, over 22,800 doses of vaccines corresponding
to key Expanded Programme on Immunisation (EPI)
antigens were distributed for catch-up immunisation
efforts among refugee children in eastern Chad.

2) Nutrition

August admissions in the nutritional centres in Abéché
have confirmed the steady rise in acute malnutrition
cases, with over twice as many admissions in August
compared to April (380 against 168). In response,
UNICEF has maintained and expanded distribution of
PlumpyNut to Ambulatory Feeding Centres operating
in the city — these centres now require a steady supply
of at least 5.2 tons per month to ensure continuous
treatment for all the children they support, compared
to only 1.9 tons just a few months earlier. As reported
in July, global and severe acute malnutrition rates in

Abéché were calculated at 20.6% and 3.2%
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respectively following a survey by UNICEF partner
Action Contre la Faim (ACF) — these rates standing
well above the 15% and 1% emergency thresholds.

Looking at malnutrition among refugee children,
UNICEF also distributed 3.1 tons of PlumpyNut to
partners Comite d’Aide Médicale (CAM), International
Rescue Committee (IRC), the Chadian Red Cross and
local NGO CSSI (Centre de Support de Santé
International) to ensure continued nutritional support in
the refugee camps. Technical assistance was
provided to CAM to ensure a smooth takeover of
nutritional activities handed over by Médecins Sans
Frontiéres — Luxemburg in Touloum and Iridimi. A joint
UNHCR-UNICEF mission to Tréguine and Bredjing
was also conducted on 25-31 August in order to
provide technical support at the Bredjing Therapeutic
Feeding Centre (TFC), which had a disproportionate
amount of children failing to recover and a higher
mortality level. Local stakeholders in the nutrition
programme were thus sensitised on the importance of
early referral of malnutrition cases and trained on
community-based therapeutic care.

Partner ACTED meanwhile completed comprehensive
screening of 1805 under-five children in Ouré Cassoni
refugee camp, revealing an increase from 18.5% to
20.7% in the proportion of children at risk of acute
malnutrition. International Medical Corps completed
similar screenings in the camps in Mile, Kounoungou,
Am Nabak and Gaga, where malnutrition rates remain
under emergency benchmarks, although in Mile and
Kounoungou, Severe Acute Malnutrition remains close
to the 1% threshold, at 0.8%.

Meanwhile, in Sila, new admissions of severe acute
malnourished children have continued in the TFC in
Goz Beida in August, including 64 IDP children (16
with medical complications), 26 refugee children (11
with medical complications) and 17 from the host
community (2 with medical complications). To ensure
proper treatment, UNICEF has continued supplying
COOPI with essential ready-to-use therapeutic foods
(RUTFs) including distribution of 2.6 tons of
PlumpyNut, 540kg of BP-5 high protein-energy
biscuits, and supplies of F-75 and F-100 therapeutic
milk. Vitamin A supplementation and deworming was
also carried out with overall 8644 children aged 6-59
months receiving Vitamin A while deworming was
conducted for 8434 children aged 9-59 months — out
of targets of respectively 12,132 and 11,878. The low
coverage rate — 71% — is due to the fact that parents
have been bringing along their children as they move
to cultivate their fields at this time of year. A catch-up
campaign will therefore be needed after the end of the
harvest season.

3) HIV/AIDS

Over 100 Information, Education and Communication
sessions on HIV/AIDS took place in the IDP sites in
Goz Beida, reaching 840 youth, including 272 men
and 568 women. In addition, 22 health workers were
also trained on Prevention of Mother-to-Child
Transmission of HIV/AIDS (PMTCT) in Adré district,
including in the refugee camps of Farchana, Bredjing
and Tréguine. Medical consumables were also
distributed in Abéché, Adré, Biltine, Gaga, Farchana,
Bredjing and Tréguine for continuity of PMTCT and
voluntary screening and testing services.

Daha/Salamat Update

With stocks to last until the end of the rainy season,
UNICEF restarted distribution of long-lasting
insecticide treated nets for malaria prevention, while
fifteen government health workers continue to
receive UNICEF support to ensure isolated and
vulnerable refugee and host community populations
have regular access to primary health care in
Daha, Massambagne, Koine, Betimera and Haraze.

Malaria and acute respiratory infections continue to
be the leading causes for morbidity among children,

along with malnutrition. A total 345 children are
currently being followed up on by the UNICEF-
sponsored Therapeutic Feeding Centre (TFC) in
Daha with 11 children receiving treatment for severe
acute malnutriton and 219 pregnant and
breastfeeding women also receiving support.

Meanwhile, thanks to a partnership with WFP and
UNHCR, rations have started being distributed to
moderately malnourished children, nursing women,
and mothers accompanying their children in the
TFC - which UNICEF is also supporting with
distribution of BP-5 Emergency Food Rations.
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Water, Sanitation and Hygiene
Improving access to safe drinking water and sanitation

In Sila, torrential seasonal rains have caused a
number of latrines to collapse in the IDP site in
Gassiré — hiking up the number of persons per latrine
to 34, well above the recommended SPHERE
standard which prescribes that optimally there should
be less than 20 persons per latrine. However, with the
height of the rainy season soon to end, UNICEF
partner Oxfam GB will be moving swiftly to build new
latrines in Gassiré to make up for the lost ground. An
evaluation mission — also led by Oxfam GB — revealed
similar challenges in displaced sites in Kerfi, where
100 latrines collapsed due to the rains. Following the
scale back of Oxfam GB in Kerfi, discussions are
currently underway with Oxfam Intermon to ensure
continuity of WASH efforts in the area, including
building of new latrines.

In the meantime, in August, Oxfam GB also started
piloting the construction of three new boreholes in
Gouroukoun, to continue improving access to safe
water for over 15,000 IDPs living in the site. Priority
areas for interventions to continue improving access to
safe water supply and sanitation meanwhile continue
to be the sites in Sanour and Ganachour, where
displaced people have access to less than 5 litres per
day (the level even dropping to 2.5 in Ganachour).
Discussions are therefore ongoing with partners to
improve access in these underserved areas.

Hygiene promotion, capacity building and training

Soap distributions have continued in displaced sites in
Koubigou, Gassiré, Koloma, Gouroukoun, Sanour and
Ganachour — with 44,866 soap bars distributed in
August, and the same effort underway in September.
UNICEF also distributed 920 soap bars to accompany
sensitisation on hygiene promotion conducted by Child
Protection partner INTERSOS in the Child Friendly
Spaces in Goz Beida, while soap was also distributed
to local health district authorities for similar health and
hygiene sensitisations. Meanwhile, as part of its scale
back, Oxfam GB handed over management of water
points and WASH interventions to the Sila Health
District authorities in Goz Beida, while ensuring
capacity building and training for the local district team
to ensure maintenance and continuity of services. An
overall training was also held in Goz Beida for all
actors and stakeholders in the WASH cluster between
September 9-11, focusing on the means and tools to
support hygiene promotion in emergencies. Finally,
preparations are underway to celebrate Global
Handwashing Day on 15 October.
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In Focus — Water Supply Crisis in Abéché

The breakdown in late August of two generators
used for pumping and distribution of water across
Abéché led to close to 300,000 people being
suddenly deprived of access to safe water, and
being forced to revert to open and unprotected wells
— representing serious health risks due to potential
contamination by surface water runoff in the current
rainy season. Moreover, the sudden shortage in
water also affected key health facilities in Abéché,
most notably the Abéché Hospital, including the
UNICEF supported Therapeutic Feeding Centre.

In order to improve the situation and prevent
disease outbreaks (epidemiological data indicating
a surge in diahrroea cases among children above 5
and adults in the first week of September) UNICEF
and the Ministry of Water moved to disinfect 157
open hand-dug wells throughout the city, with
continued monitoring of water quality ensured on a
daily basis since 3 September, and a second round
of disinfection conducted on 17 September. As
provider of last resort, UNICEF also hired a tanker
to ensure delivery of 21,000 litres of water to the
Abéché hospital while also providing one month’s
worth of fuel to ensure continuity of services.

At the same time, UNICEF deployed staff to ensure
preparedness and planning in accordance with
UNICEF-WHO Guidelines on Cholera/Diarrhoeal
Disease Outbreak. A total 40,000 sachets of Oral-
Rehydration Salts (ORS) were also shipped to
Abéché in order to treat increasing numbers of
diarrhoea cases. ORS and Zinc was distributed to
all health posts and is being prescribed free of
charge. Meanwhile, UNICEF, Oxfam GB and local
NGOs have planned a mass sensitisation campaign
for health and hygiene, which started on 26
September across the entire city.

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Education

Quality Education for all

Grade 8 refugee students — who took their end year
exams in July — got their results in August. With
overall figures still being compiled, 255 out of 278
children passed in Ouré Cassoni, Bredjing, Tréguine,
Touloum, Kounoungou, Mile, Djabal, and Goz Amir,
amounting to a 92% success rate.

Meanwhile, with the summer drawing to a close, time
has come for the new school year. UNICEF has thus
been working to sensitise communities to ensure and
increase school enrolment, particularly for girls. In
Djabal refugee camp, partner INTERNEWS broadcast
radio messages to sensitise parents on the upcoming
registration dates, and in only three days after the
registries opened on 15 September, 851 children
newly enrolled or re-enrolled, including 342 girls.
UNICEF partner Jesuit Refugee Services (JRS) also
gathered Parent-Teacher Associations (PTAs) across
IDP sites in Goz Beida and Koukou to highlight the
importance of education and the need to enrol all
children in their households, notably girls. Early efforts
have also been deployed to help returnee
communities reopen schools in their home villages
outside Koukou — notably in Gododigue and Amraze.
A first evaluation identified a provisional list of 585
school children in both villages, and UNICEF plans to
support local authorities to make sure schools can
reopen and children can regain access to education.

In Abéché, UNICEF distributed notebooks, pens,
pencils, chalk and chalkboards to a local NGO
engaged in promoting education for girls and street
children known as the “Association pour la Promotion
de I'Education Féminine et des Enfants de la Rue”
(APEFER). Thanks to this support, APEFER was able
to run a free summer school for children in Abéché
(from 21 July to 2 September), with 379 children
participating (including 163 girls).

Classroom construction, capacity building and training

School construction and rehabilitations have also
started — notably in Kerfi and Arngoun — where
damages due to the heavy rains will unfortunately
prevent schools from restarting on time as scheduled.
Meanwhile, in Daha twelve hangars and two
permanent classrooms were rehabilitated ahead of the
new school year to benefit over 800 children — two
thirds of whom are from newly arrived CAR refugee
families. Schools in the refugee camps in Bredjing,
Tréguine and Gaga are also undergoing rehabilitation
thanks to efforts by CORD, while in Farchana UNHCR
helped add two new classrooms in the camp.

The summer months were also put to good use with
training for teachers in anticipation of the new school
year. Overall, 40 community teachers from IDP sites in
Goz Beida were trained by partner JRS on teaching
techniques while being simultaneously reinforced in
subjects including Math, Geography, History and
Science. At the same time, refugee teachers in Djabal,
Am Nabak and Touloum benefited from English and
French language courses. A ftraining session for
preschool animators was also held on 10-30
September in Abécheé, with UNICEF facilitating
participation of four animators from Koukou. In turn,
JRS facilitated ongoing training based on the “Bon
Enseignant” Module for refugee teachers in Bredjing,
Tréguine, Gaga and Farchana.

Coordination of the Education Cluster

In August and September, Education Cluster partners
in Abéché planned to ensure continuity of the school
feeding programme, with the World Food Programme
(WFP) scheduled to target 362 schools in the 2009-
2010 school year under this initiative. WFP also
reported that discussions are progressing with partner
International Relief and Development (IRD), with the
programme anticipated to restart as soon as schools
open on 1 October. The Cluster also discussed new
ways to address the ongoing phenomenon of
absenteeism and school drop-outs — notably by
enhancing mobilisation of PTAs — and discussions are
underway with MINURCAT for the introduction of
Education on Human Rights in the curriculums in the
schools in Gaga, Mile and Kounoungou.

Reopening schools in returnee areas was also
identified as a key priority in the Education Cluster —
for instance in Tiero and Marena, where the Health
Centre was recently reopened. At the same time,
Cluster partners in Goz Beida have also been
preparing a campaign against female genital
mutilation (FGM) targeting parents and highlighting all
the negative consequences of FGM, including its

direct impact on school drop-out among girls.
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Child Protection

Disarmament, Demobilisation and Reintegration of
Children associated with armed forces and groups

Under the leadership of the Ministry for External
Relations, UNICEF took part in a joint verification and
sensitisation mission on recruitment and use of
children by armed forces. Alongside MINURCAT,
UNDP and representatives from the United States and
French Embassies, UNICEF visited different military
barracks and units in Abéché on 22 August, as well as
different military installations in N’Djaména (25-27
August). The second leg of the mission covered the
Military Training Centre in Moussoro on 15-18
September. Free access was granted and UNICEF
Child Protection Specialists had the opportunity to
meet separately with individuals thought to be minors.
As a result, two children were released on the spot
and transferred to the Transit and Orientation Centres
(CTO) operated by UNICEF partner CARE
International, while a follow-up mission on 25
September saw the release and transfer of a further
65 children from Moussoro to the CTOs in N'Djaména
— where children are given a chance to reintegrate
civilian life, with opportunities to go back to school and
develop new skills through vocational training. The
mission was also an occasion to engage in broad-
ranging sensitisation of over 800 members of the
military and gendarmes, including both senior officers
and rank-and-file elements. Topics included Chad's
international  obligations  regarding underage
recruitment as well as the government's policy for the
prevention, release and reintegration of children
associated with armed forces on groups.

At the same time sensitisation of local leaders against
underage recruitment continues, with seven meetings
organised by CARE with the Youth Committees in Am
Nabak and Touloum refugee camps, representing 52
youth. At the same time, six all-encompassing
campaigns focused on promotion of Child Rights were
conducted, reaching 8684 refugees of all ages living in
the camps in Iriba.

Mine risk education

Following the training held in June on Child Protection
in Emergencies (CPiE), UNICEF partner CORD is
planning the organisation of four sensitisation
sessions on unexploded ordnance (UXOs) in the
refugee camps in Farchana and Gaga. A local theatre
troop has already been commissioned to perform
sketches highlighting both the risks of UXOs and the
right attitudes to avoid accidents — particularly for
children who are often the most at risk. Performances
started in late September and extend into October.

Community protection mechanisms and SGBV

Continued cases of forced marriage, female genital
mutilation and other abuse against children were
reported and followed up on by UNICEF partner
INTERSOS in Goz Beida and Koukou, while CORD
ensured support for 15 children with special needs in
Farchana and Amleyouna. INTERSOS also held
meetings with local leaders in Koukou in August to
highlight child and women’s rights and ensure
accountability and responsibility in cases of domestic
violence and abuse. CARE International meanwhile
conducted three 2-day training sessions on prevention
of sexual and gender-based violence — reaching 389
teachers, preschool animators and parents in Iridimi,
Touloum and Am Nabak refugee camps.

Meanwhile, through the network of UNICEF supported
Child-Friendly-Spaces (CFS) in Sila, INTERSOS
continued organising recreational activities — including
dance, drawing, sports and storytelling — for 543
displaced children in Koukou and 583 in Goz Beida.
To accompany soap distributions by WASH partners
in the CFS, UNICEF’s Child Protection team and
partners INTERSOS and COOPI focused sensitisation
efforts on hygiene promotion, reaching a total 1,149
children — with for instance stories for the younger
ones to illustrate the health risks associated with
unsafe water. Moreover, in September, sensitisations
were held for IDP parents in Koloma, Ganachour,
Koubigou, Gassiré, Sanour and Gouroukoun on the
consequences of parental neglect on child
development — reaching a total 350 parents.

UNICEF partner CARE International also helped
establish libraries within the CFS in Touloum, Iridimi,
and Am Nabak - with 530 visitors in August. In
addition, CARE oversaw the creation of youth sports
teams in the three camps also distributing footballs,
jerseys and nets to the youth, and simultaneously
helped in the establishment of four youth theatre clubs
designed to support children’s creativity and

development.
